The Constitution of the Spanish Club

Article |. Name
This organization shall be called The Spanish Club of Muhlenberg College.

Article Il. Purpose

The purpose of The Spanish Club shall be to encourage and support all Spanish
related studies and interests and to help acquaint students with the Spanish
language and culture. It is the view of the Spanish Club that such studies will
promote interest and understanding of the peoples and policies of the Hispanic world.

Article lll. Membership
Section 1. Membership is open to all full-time and part time Muhlenberg
College student who are interested in studies of the Spanish language and culture.

Section 2. Members of the organization are required to observe the objective
of the Spanish Club and to participate in the programs in accordance with their
abilities to do so.

Article IV. Officers
Section 1. There shall be a president, a vice-president, a treasurer and a secretary.
These officers shall perform the duties as prescribed in the By-laws.

Section 2. The term of the office shall be one school year.

Article V. Meetings

Section 1. Regular meetings of The Spanish Club shall be called by the
Executive Council. The frequency of meetings shall be determined by the
Executive Council. Public notice shall be given prior to all meetings.

Section 2. Special meetings shall be called by the Executive Council as necessary.

Section 3. The Executive Council shall have the ultimate decision in voting
matters with recommendation from the members.

Article VI. Executive Council
Section 1. The Executive Council shall consist of a President, Vice-President,
Treasurer, and Secretary.
