Article VII. Parliamentary Authority

Section 1. The rules in Robert's Rules of Order Revised shall govern this
organization in all cases to which they are applicable, and in which they are

not inconsistent with the By-laws or the special rules of order of this organization.

Article VIIl. Amendments

Section 1. Amendments to the Constitution and by-laws may be made by a
2/3 maijority of the votes cast at any meeting for which previous written notice
of the proposed action has been given and if a quorum is present.

To become effective, amendments approved by the membership must also

be approved by a simple majority vote of the Student Council and the
College Committee on Student Affairs.

Article IX. Approval of the Constitution

Section 1. This document goes into effect upon approval of a 2/3 majority
vote of the membership present at a previously announced meeting and
upon approval by a simple majority vote of the Student Council and the
College Committee on Student Affairs.

By-laws of the Spanish Club

Article |. Elections
1. Any active member shall be eligible to run for office.

2. All active members shall be eligible to vote in the election.

3. Articles 1 and 2 of the By-laws shall be read preceding the election.

4. Nominations shall be taken from the floor from active members and advisor(s).
5. There shall be separate elections for each office position.

6. Nominations shall be closed immediately preceeding each election.

7. All voting shall be done by secret ballot.

8. Elections shall be held in April of each year for the following academic year.
