Ron Rohn, the Muhlenberg College Head Women's 
Basketball Coach, is the Camp Director. He has 
coached women's basketball at the college level for 
over 20 years and has extensive experience at basket-
ball camps throughout the east coast. 
 
Muhlenberg has a record of 160-55 since Coach Rohn 
arrived in 2001. The 2009 Muhlenberg team  ranked 
#14 in the nation and advanced to the NCAA sweet 
16. 
 
Over the past eight years, the Muhlenberg  team has 
set over 50 school records and set 7 national scoring 
records. The Mules are the only NCAA women's team 
to average over 90 points per game in the past six sea-
sons, have won  three Centennial Conference Champi-
onships and appeared in  three NCAA Tournaments in  
the last  four  years. 
 
The Camp Staff will consist of college and high 
school coaches and college players who know how to 
teach the game and also work well with young people.
