J. The Communications Committee shall foster strong, efficient, communication between
the student body and its executive board (the Student Council) The committee will foster
such bonds by planning the four SBA meetings per academic year, assisting other
committees in advertising, investigating new and innovative ways to advertise and
communicate with the student body, and continually maintaining a close relationship with
club executive boards and the student body.

To:

J. The Student Relations Committee shall foster strong, efficient, communication
between the student body and its executive board (the Student Council) The committee
will foster such bonds by planning at leas four SBA meetings per academic year,
assisting other committees in advertising, investigating new and innovative ways to
advertise and communicate with the student body, and continually maintaining a close
relationship with club executive boards and the student body to ensure that student
concerns are addressed.

* The current name of the Committee does not encompass the entirety of the
committee’s responsibilities.

* The current name restricts the committee’s ability to branch out into a more
proactive role for the student body.

* The committee’s responsibility to connect to campus clubs and organizations is
currently being done ineffectively. The name Student Relations better reflects the
committee’s responsibility to provide the student body with a forum where their
concerns and issues can be heard and then addressed by the Student Council as a
whole.

* The name Student Relations will allow the committee to better fulfill its
obligation to advertise its integral role to campus clubs and organizations.

* The name Student Relations will help the committee to better fulfill its obligations
and promote its proper philosophy, as expressed in the bylaws and mission
statement of the committee.

* First Reading ofAddition to the Finance Committee Policies: Miscellaneous
Funding Request(s)

1. Student Council, Finance Committee, and/or the Student Body Treasurer are not
permitted to allocate any fraction of the General Fund to support campus
renovations/repairs. If a student wishes to pursue a project that does not fall under
Student Council’s jurisdiction, they shall not receive Student Council funding, but rather
seek funding from the appropriate department(s) or outside sources.

2. The formation of an Ad-Hoc Fundraising Committee is optional and may consist
of at least three voluntary Student Council Representatives. This committee shall assist
with generating funds for the project at hand at that specific time, however is not
permitted to offer any financial backing from the General Fund (which is composed of
the Student Activities Fee).

* First reading of Article IX Evaluation Committee

Creation of Ad Hoc Committee: Internal Article | X Evaluation Committee

Whereas The Student Council is not adequately integrating itself into the campus
community.

Whereas The current structure of Student Council Committees could operate in a more
efficient and effective manner.

Wher eas, The committee structure as outlined in Article IX of the Student Council
Bylaws creates committees that serve the student body in a sufficient but not satisfactory
manner.

Whereas, An internal structural evaluation will enable Student Council to remove
restraints on progress and improve the accountability and responsibilities of the
committees.

Whereas As motivated Student Council members we should be a body continually
evaluating our failings and looking for ways to better serve the students of Muhlenberg
College.

Resolved, The creation of an Ad Hoc Committee: Internal Article IX Evaluation
Committee will be responsible for evaluating the current committee structures and
ultimately recommending to the Student Council any changes or lack thereof that should
be made to serve the student body in a more efficient and effective manner and
implemented in the future.



* First Reading of Accountability Resolution

Addition to Article Six: Student Council

Section 5: Requirements, Removal, Resignation, Accountability

G. Accountability

Section 1. Each member of the student government has a duty to uphold their obligations that have been
entrusted upon them by those who elected them into office.

Section 2. The members of the student government are required to think of new innovative ideas to make
the college a better place, but more importantly to follow through with these verbal commitments as stated
in the minutes of the student council meetings.

Section 3. To better ensure a more efficient and reliable student government, each member must uphold
their civic duty to the student population, which placed them in that leadership role.

Section 4. Failure to comply and complete commitments and responsibilities, a member of the student
government shall be called into a meeting with a board comprised of three students and the student council
advisor.

Section 5. The Peer Review Board will be comprised of three students and the Student Council Advisor.
These students will be appointed through a selection process, identical to the judicial application process.
This selection process shall be administered by the Dean of Academic Life. Any full time student may
apply to serve on the Student Observation Group.

Section 6. The purpose of the Peer Review Board is to be an unbiased body which serves as a check to the
student council to regulate productivity and responsibilities that the student population has entrusted the
council with as set forth in the terms of the constitution.

Section 7. The Peer Review Board is expected to attend all student council meetings, review the minutes of
the council, classes and the committees. The group will also review the duties and expectations outlined
within Section 2: Officers and Duties.

Section 8. When dealing with elected officials whose expectations and duties are not outlined within the
Constitution, the Peer Review Board shall use other criteria to analyze their actions. These other ways may
include attendance records, productivity within class council, committees and student council.

Section 9. If a member of the council fails to meet the duties that are expected of them, the Peer Review
Board shall issue penalties that will result in a three-strike policy.
*  Ist Offense will result in a letter of warning that cautions the elected official so that he or she
knows that a change must be made.
*  2nd Offense will result in temporary suspension of voting privileges for one meeting and the
student will also be penalized with one absence.
*  3rd Offense will result in automatic removal from Student Council and his/her position shall be
declared "vacant."

Section 10. The elected official has 5 days to appeal and state their case to the Peer Review Board. If
removed, the student will be able to run for Student Council again if he or she wishes at the next election. If
a position is declared vacant, Section 5, letter G will be followed to address the vacancy.

Section 11. Should the members of the Peer Review Board not fulfill their duties, the advisor has the
authority to remove them immediately and replace the member with a new student.

Whereas considerable research has been done through examining the constitutions of many Colleges and
Universities. With that data, we were able to create this bylaw addition.



Resolved, it is in the best interest of the Muhlenberg Student Body and Student Council to create the Peer
Review Board for reasons of accountability within our council.
