Muhlenberg College Student Council Resolution

Muhlenberg College Student Council Resolution to express our discontent for the abolishment of the petition
process, which has permitted students to obtain additional majors or minors in the past.

Whereas, members of the student body of Muhlenberg College deserve to be recognized for
their achievements and dedication to more than one discipline if they so desire.

Whereas, Only one college within LVAIC restricts the recognition of majors and minors, no
benchmarking school restricts recognition of majors and minors, and eight of the ten top ranked
(U.S. News) liberal arts schools in the country do not restrict recognition of majors and minors.

Whereas, The Committee decision to abolish the petition process was not unanimous.

Whereas, The addition of a group of classes in a specific discipline can enhance the learning in
another discipline for an individual student.

Whereas, The general academic requirements for Muhlenberg College are completely sufficient
for a student to receive a liberal arts education; according to the Muhlenberg College Catalog
“Muhlenberg College general academic requirements are designed to furnish the student with the
theoretical and practical knowledge that an educated person should posses regardless of personal
career goals.”

Whereas, with very specific requirements and a difficult application procedure (see following
page) the offering of an additional major or minor will occur rarely, and only for those students
who are truly deserving and entitled through dedication, hard work and achievement.

Whereas, The offering of an additional major or minor to specific students will assist in the
flourishing of newly created disciplines such as Film Studies, and the possible Writing Minor.

Whereas, Muhlenberg College is an educational institution in which students have the right and
responsibility to push their education to an extremely high level, a level which deserves to be
recognized.

Resolved, The petition process which permitted students to obtain an additional Major or
Minor at Muhlenberg College should be re-instituted with much more difficult application
procedures and higher standards.

Application Process
1. Must hold a high GPA to be decided by the Muhlenberg College Provost.
2. Must obtain the approval of current and new majors and minors advisors through letters of
recommendation which discuss the ability and necessary reasons for the student to pursue a new
major or minor.
3. Must hold a class standing of at least a first semester Junior.
4. Must obtain approval of the heads of the departments of the current and new major or minor.
5. No more than one course that crosses over for the additional major or minor. (Unless the
requirements of the major or minor make this impossible).
6. General requirements cannot be counted for more than two majors or minors.
7. A written explanation at least 5 pages long as to why the additional major or minor is desired
and required.
