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Aikido Club Information from the Finance Committee  
 

¥ Keep in mind the Finance Committee has the obligation to preserve the Student Body 
funds for future allocations, especially when funds can be obtained from other sources. 

¥ Aikido Fundraising Account : $0 
o As stated on page 17 of the Finance Manual, an organization requesting funds for 

less than $3,000 must hold AT LEAST one fundraising event. Aikido has never, 
to the best of their knowledge, attempted fundraising.  

¥ The club executive members have felt comfortable deceiving their peers/administration 
by reporting they would not practice on campus property when, in fact, used the sports 
center while not yet being covered under Muhlenberg insurance. Only with recent council 
inquires have they finally applied. 

¥ Student Council has never funded any compensation for an instructor or coach for the 
100+ campus groups this college currently has, although such a practice is commonplace 
for Sports Clubs. 

¥ Funding the Aikido Club opens the door for other Club/Intramural Sports to come to 
council and seek funding when there is simply not enough Student Council funds to 
support all of them. 

¥ If future members of the Aikido club do indeed wish to compete, re-registering the 
organization as a Club Sport will allow them to do so. 

¥ All current Club Sports have, like Aikido, practiced for some amount of time without 
competing, thus it is quite normal for a club of this nature to not be competing at their 
developmental onset yet competing later in their progress.  

¥ Student Council will not pay for services until rendered, unlike what Aikido is asking for, 
thus Aikido becoming a Club Sport would allow the organization the opportunity to pay 
the instructor at the end of the year. 

¥ Although Aikido is not recognized as an Olympic sport, forms of martial arts are, and this 
close relationship adds weight to considering Aikido more of the Club Sports sense than 
of the Student Council Club sense like, for example, History Club. 

¥ Should Aikido wish to practice self-defense, they must recognize themselves as 
ÒcompetingÓ against their opponents.

¥ Coach: person who trains an athlete or to give instruction or advice.
