WHEREAS, the Technology Committee recognizes that students have the ability to request a 
change of email address. 
 
WHEREAS, the Technology Committee recognizes the possibility of lost emails due to a change 
of address and thus proposes retaining current addresses as an alias to the new format for all 
current students. 
 
WHEREAS, Muhlenberg College relies heavily on email communication, thus it would be in the 
collegeÕs best interest to adopt these changes in favor of a more precise mode of email 
communication.

MUHLENBERG COLLEGE JEWISH STUDIES RESOLUTION 
 

WHEREAS, Muhlenberg College aims to provide a unique, comprehensive, and diverse liberal 
arts educational experience. 
 
WHEREAS, Because of the significant (400%) rise in the demand of Jewish studies over the 
last three semesters, there is a deficit in the amount of courses available to fulfill this interest.   
 
WHEREAS, These students are often closed out of their necessary courses due to the 
overwhelming demand in enrollment into these courses.   
 
WHEREAS, Other fields of study such as Film Studies, the Writing Major, or other new focuses 
of study, have been created out of strong wishes from the student population. 
 
WHEREAS, The addition of these new fields of study have overwhelmingly enhanced the 
Muhlenberg academic experience.    
 
WHEREAS, The addition of the Jewish Studies major would increase the applicant pool for 
admissions therefore making Muhlenberg College a more desirable school for students wishing 
to pursue a career in this field. 
 
WHEREAS, There is not a major offered to students to satisfy these interests. 
 
RESOLVED, Muhlenberg College should develop a Jewish Studies major and provide the 
additional number of courses needed to be on par with this strong student desire.   
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Muhlenberg College Student Council RA Resolution  
 

Whereas the students of Muhlenberg College who are hired as Residential Advisors, (RAs) 
should be granted equal compensation to their counterparts at other institutions.   
 
Whereas a first year RA receives $2,800, free parking, frees voicemail, and a single room.  The 
average Muhlenberg Student is paying $8,000 for room and board.  Muhlenberg RAs are not 
compensated for room and board; instead receive little exchange for their services.   
 
Whereas RAs are expected to: Advise and provide consultation and supervision to student 
residents.  Promote an environment conducive to individual rights and responsibilities as well as 
academic success.  Organize and lead planned programs for student residents, academic success, 
community involvement, health and drug/alcohol awareness, and diversity in the academic 
community.   
 
Whereas the duties listed above are relatively similar to those of other RAs in colleges 
throughout the nation.  But unlike their counterparts in those other schools, Muhlenberg RAs and 
RLs do not receive the same compensation for their service.  This compensation revolves around 
free room and board for those who are hired as Resident Advisors.   
 
Whereas schools comparable to Muhlenberg, such as Gettysburg, Susquehanna, Lafayette, and 
countless other area and national schools receive free room and board as well as a stipend of 
varying funds per semester. 
 
Whereas considerable research has been done, looking over material from over 40 schools 
throughout the nation that offer similar packages of compensation to RAs like that of 
Susquehanna, Gettysburg, Lafayette.   
 
Resolved: We highly encourage the administration to look at the strenuous tasks that the RAs go 
through each day, and grant them the same accommodations that our sister schools have already 
bestowed upon their RAs.
