
NAVIGATING
MANDATORY
REPORTING

A student comes to you and
says, "I need to talk to you,
but I want you to keep it
private."

The student may choose not
to tell you because they do not
want you to make a report, or
may not be ready. In this case,
offer confidential resources.

If they are ready to report, ask
if the student would like to
make the report with you. See
the back of this page for
more on reporting options.

The student may not want to
be present when you report.
If so, take as many notes as
possible and make the report
as soon as you are able.

Ask the student how they plan
to take care of themselves.
Disclosures can be hard. Offer
to connect to Counseling
Services or a local provider.

Center the student's needs
and desires as much as
possible. They should be in
control of their story.
